♦ Elite club cricket playing experience in Darwin, Australia 

 One scholarship of $2,000 for a 3 week premier club cricket playing and training 

experience in Darwin during our winter (Northern Territory cricket season). 

 

♦ Individual Performance Plan (IPP) 

 Three scholarships of up to $1,000 each to be put towards implementation of an IPP 

– a holistic individual performance plan encompassing coaching, physical and mental 

fitness and preparation, and personal development – preparing the player for higher 

levels of representative cricket.

Applicants must: 

� Be under 20 years of age as at 1 September 2009 

� Be playing club and/or school cricket in the Auckland Cricket Association area 

� In the opinion of the ACA have the potential to play first class cricket 

� Give an undertaking to the ACA that whilst in receipt of the scholarship they will not 

play cricket for any other Major Association 

� Have demonstrated the capability and commitment to undertake a course of tertiary 

study 

Applicants must: 

� Be a student at an Auckland secondary school in 2010 

� Be playing school cricket in the Auckland Secondary Schools’ Cricket Association 

competitions 

� Be prepared to fundraise or make their own financial contribution if necessary 

(scholarships will cover the majority of the cost)
